More than half of reported domestic violence 
incidents in California involved aggravated 
assaults in 2023, up from 35% in 2019.
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Did You Know?

Firearm-related calls have more than tripled

Between 2014 and 2021, the 
number and per-capita rate of 
calls seeking assistance for 
domestic violence incidents 
involving firearms more than 
tripled, while total domestic 
violence calls increased only 5%.
